Founded in 1871, The Hungarian University of Fine Arts is the oldest fine art higher education institute in Hungary. The central building is located at the most elegant avenue of Pest, connecting the Danube with the City Park. Another main site where studios are located is Epreskert (Mulberry Garden), which inherited its
name from the mulberry trees in the area. The five-year course leads to an MA degree in painting, sculpture, graphics, graphic design, intermedia, scenography
or conservation.
