Migration —a general term describing people moving
from one area to another.

Immigration — a sub-category of migration, which
describes people moving into a country from another
country.



Migration as an event

* Between 2013 and 2014 there was a 277% increase of
trips via the Central Mediterranean route.

* This new wave of migrants originate mostly from Syria
(21%), Afghanistan (12%) and Iraq (6%), as well as
Albania (8%) and Kosovo (5%).



Immigration as SU rvival

* The people moving have no other choice than to
move as their own country is too dangerous for
them to live in.

* There is a Commom goal to find greater economic
and social opportunities, escape persecution and
flee conflict.



Cultural Differences

* The ethnic background of refugees is now mostly Muslims from
Asia and Africa.

* Muslim refugees are flowing through Balkan countries that, only
20 years ago, were the scene of inter-ethnic bloodshed.

* Although life in the Balkans has changed significantly, the
sudden arrival of large numbers of Muslim refugees does not
make local people happy.

* In these countries, and some parts of the EU, they have given up
on their role of protecting refugees.
